Hereôs the deal; itôs a lot like 

the Pinewood Derby races that your neighborhood Cub Scouts 

do, only bigger.  Simply take an old valve cover, slap a set of 

wheels under it and bubba you got yourself a racer.  Races start 

shortly after registration and weigh-in so donôt be late.  

Registration & weigh-in between 7:00 and 7:30pm.  There are 2 

classes of racers but we may go back to 3 if enough interest is shown for the unlimited 

class.

Valve Cover Racers Track 

No engines or motors allowed Will be 20-30 feet long 

Gravity power only Starting line will be 4ft off the floor 

You will not be allowed to catch your 
racer at the end of the run.  

Lanes will be 12 inches wide. Rails 
will be 2 inches high. 

All entries must be officially weighed 
in and must pass a technical 
inspection. 

Immediate results and progress of 
races will be shown on a viewing 
screen for all to see.  

Valve cover racers must have a 
minimum of 3 wheels 

All track measurements are 
approximate 

You may repair your racer between 
heats but cannot adjust weights or 
exchange racers.  

First, Second and Third place 
winners in each class will compete in 
a run off for Grand Champion. 

Your SIS number will be your car 
number, if couples each enter a car 
the number will be designated with 
ñAò or ñBò.  

Stay immediately available in the 
race area, if called and youôre not 
available and ready you could lose 
by default. 

Individual entries are allowed in one 
class only 

Must be registered to use the track 
for test runs. 

Leading edge of racer must contact 
track starting pin (pin extends 2ò 
above track) Note: if your racer is 
high (big wheels) make sure it can 
contact the starting pins on the track. 

We now use Tournament Scheduler 
software to track the races.  
The software will seed the races 
after registration is complete this will 
determine initial competitors.   

This is a double elimination race, this means you are going to race at least 
twice with winners progressing and losers entry into the loser bracket for a 
2

nd
 chance but a longer road to the winner circle.  Lose a second time and 

youôre out.
